Print and cut apart these number cards for lots of practice at home!  Start with only an amount of numbers that will not overwhelm your child and work your way up.  For example start with 1-10 and: 
*Have your child practice putting the numbers in order as fast as he or she can.  
*Mix the numbers up, point to a number and have your child say the name
*Put them in order and practice counting forward and backwards
As your child becomes comfortable with these skills, add more numbers and increase the difficulty
*Skip count by 2’s, 5’s, or 10’s
*Make addition or subtraction number sentences and have your child draw pictures to solve the problem
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
