Ideas for letter recognition and beginning sound practice:

· Writing letters on a peanut butter sandwich

· Putting shaving cream on a table for him/her to write letters in

· Find/sort/match with magnetic letters on a refrigerator

   (Start with only a few letters and add letters as they  

   progress

· Start a sand timer and race the timer with letter flashcards, try and beat your time nightly, record on a fun graph

· Make a letter or sound password to enter the student’s bedroom.  

· Use Twizzlers to write letters or site words

· Clip letters from newspapers or magazines and make an alphabet

· Letter stamps

· Play-doh letters

· Go on a letter hunt around your house

· Make a homemade book about your family and read it every night

· Make letters using pasta
· Play Memory or Go Fish using homemade alphabet cards, note cards work great
· Put ABC cards on the table, call out a letter and see how fast your student can find the letter and then say the sound
